My article aims to research
the usage of the words
"cult" and "sect" in Slovak
media, specifically in the
mainstream journals such
as SME, Pravda and Novy
Cas and in religious journals
Rozmer and Katolicke
noviny. | analyse the way
NRMs are portrayed in the
media and how laxly they
use the words "cult" or
"sect" while reporting on
criminal/suspicious
activities of certain
movements but also on
matters that nothing to do
with religion (political
parties,...)

In this talk, | will try to show
how the analysis of the
semantic motivation of
lexical units belonging to
Christian terminology in
Vietnamese and Korean is
carried out with regard to
their Korean and
Vietnamese context,
especially their relation to
local religious traditions.

The purpose of this paper is
to track some social
mechanisms of
incrimination (inquisitorial
tactics, incrimination
behaviour) through social
network analysis of
depositions in the
inquisitorial trials in
Bologna at the turn of the
fourteenth century.

Tato teze
pocitd s Marii jako
"interpretaci" isidy
(zejména ze strany
pohanskych konvertitd ke
krestanstvi) v podobném
smyslu, v jakém pohané
rdznych jazykl navzajem

bozstva. Z toho divodu je
treba vénovat pozornost

The second semester
should focus on creating

primary sources. My talk
will thus tackle the issues of
corpus creation and
preliminary orientation in
the texts.

Each of you will have the opportunity to present very briefly (in 7 minutes) the current state of
your dissertation research: the chapter you are currently writing, the field or archival research you
are currently conducting, the theoretical problem you are addressing. The aim of the presentation
is to inform others about the progress of your work, the professional as well as the practical
problems you have. The purpose is to share the craft-research situation you are at the center
of - i.e. the paper should be a bit about you and be professionally-personal.

It's useful to think about:



e it is not a conference paper where the audience can be expected to be as
professionally competent or more competent than you: think about adapting to a
professional audience that may be otherwise research-oriented

e you cannot summarise your whole dissertation research in 7 minutes, you need to
choose a section, ideally related to your current work; summarise the topic and overall
research arc only briefly and try to delve into a major sub-issue

What | am doing and what | am currently working on
What | am doing well, what | enjoy

What I'm not doing so well, what | need to do well
What challenges will | face in the next six months
